Some rizsks when providing assistance include: back injuries, sharp objecta or aggressive behaviour.

Providing first &id in & workplace must adhere to procedures, guidelines and requlations provided by the Workplace, ARC {Australian Resuscitation Council) or the State Government

The First Aid Code of Practice cover workplace regulations and procedures. such as: the training requirements for first aiders, how to identify. assess and manage hazards. and the contents of first aid kits in the workplace.

To stay up to date, you should attend refresher course and be aware of legislation, policy and procedure changes and ANZCORE guidelines.
